The Museum 
Building, fully accessible on the first floor, has a specially 
designed “Patron Guide” for Artwork on its mezzanine 
level. The Domestic Arts Building is fully accessible 
as is the Visitor’s Center and the Seward Johnson 
Center for the Arts. Sculpture site maps, tree tour 
brochures, and touch tours for the visually impaired 
(advance reservations required) are all available at the 
Visitor’s Center. Large print editionsof information and 
brochures are also available at the Visitor’s Center.
